	Council President Grossman announced that Borough Council met in Executive Session prior to this evening’s meeting to discuss matters pertaining to personnel and litigation.

2. RECORDING OF MEETING:

	Council President Grossman asked in accordance with Resolution No. 714 if any member of the audience was recording the meeting.

	No member of the audience identified themselves as recording the meeting.

3. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

	A motion was made by Council Member Sinquett, seconded by Council Member Laney, 
and carried by a vote of 6-0, to approve the minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday, April 17, 2018 and Tuesday, May 1, 2018, as amended.

4. APPROVAL OF REPORTS:

A motion was made by Council Member Sinquett, seconded by Council Member 
Laney, and carried by a vote of 6-0, to approve the Treasurer’s Report, the Committee Reports for Finance & Administration, Public Safety, Public Works and the Chief of Police Report, the Code Enforcement Department Reports (Building Inspector’s Report, Housing and Property Maintenance Report, and Zoning Report), the Superintendent of Public Works Report, and the Manager’s Report for the month of April 2018, as submitted.

5. BOROUGH COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS:

a.   Financial & Administration
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	Borough Manager Bashore stated the Finance & Administration Committee last met on April 24, 2018 and reviewed the bid results for the HVAC upgrade in Borough Hall. The Public Works Committee had requested input from the Finance & Administration Committee prior to making a recommendation on this project. The Committee reviewed the 2018 budget, the bids received, and the available funds in the Borough’s cash reserves. The Committee reviewed via email the General Accounting Standards Board Statements (GASB) 67 and 68 for the Police and Non-Uniform Pension Funds. These were prepared by the Borough Actuary, Beyer-Barber Company, Inc. Both reports continue to show that the Borough’s pension funds are healthy. The Committee is in receipt of two (2) proposals to provide a second 457 plan for Borough employees. Proposals were received from InR Advisory Services, LLC and Beirne Wealth Consulting Services, LLC. These proposals are under review. The next meeting of the Finance & Administration Committee is scheduled for May 22, 2018.

b.   Public Safety

Council Member Meisel stated the Public Safety Committee last met on April 17, 2018. 
The Committee met with John Yurick, P.E., Borough Traffic Engineer, to review the first draft of the Malvern Borough-wide Multimodal Transportation Study. This was the first review. In reviewing the draft study, several intersection improvements were recommended, including: 1) the installation of traffic signals at certain intersections, 2) various intersection treatments, including pavers, raised intersections, and mural art, 3) overhead lighting to increase visibility, and 4) curb bump outs. The Committee intends to prioritize the recommendations outlined in the draft in the study. This study will then be presented at a meeting of Borough Council for review and adoption. The next meeting of the Public Safety Committee is scheduled for May 30, 2018.

c. Public Works

Council Member Sinquett stated the Public Works Committee last met on April 17, 
2018. The Committee interviewed the Brandywine Conservancy for consideration as the appointed land planner for the Borough in order to recommend revisions to the Borough’s Zoning Ordinance. The Committee recommended the appointment of the Brandywine Conservancy as the land planner for the Borough. At the meeting held on May 1, 2018, Borough Council appointed the Brandywine Conservancy as the land planner for the Borough.  The Committee discussed the bid results for the HVAC upgrade in Borough Hall. Input from the Finance & Administration Committee was requested due to the fact that the bids received exceeded the budget for this project. This matter is before Borough Council this evening. The next meeting of the Public Works Committee has not yet been scheduled.

6. INTRODUCTION OF PART-TIME POLICE OFFICERS – STACY LUCAS & ZACH FIFER: 

Police Chief Marcelli introduced the two new part-time police officers to Borough 
Council and the audience. Officers Lucas and Fifer were in attendance along with other officers of the Malvern Borough Police Department.
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	Council President Grossman thanked the Police Department for its role and professionalism in the apprehension of two (2) suspects that robbed a local gun shop. Officer Bury was credited for the apprehension of one (1) of the suspects.

7. PRESENTATION – GEORGE FIEO, CPA – 2017 MALVERN BOROUGH FINANCIAL REPORT AND AUDIT: 

George Fieo, the Borough’s Auditor, reviewed the Audit Exit Memorandum for the Borough’s 2017 financials, citing that the Borough is in good standing and no issues were identified.

8. BID AWARD – TRASH & RECYCLING:

	A motion was made by Council Member Laney, seconded by Council Member Sinquett, 
and carried by a vote of 6-0, to award Charles Blosenski Disposal Co., LLC a two-year contract for the collection of trash twice a week and recycling once a week.

9. PUBLIC HEARING – ORDINANCE NO. 2018 – 3: HOME RULE CHARTER AMENDMENT (SECTION 211 – FORFEITURE OF OFFICE): 

Council President Grossman announced that Borough Council will now open a Public
Hearing to consider an ordinance to initiate the amendment process of the Borough’s Home Rule Charter pertaining to section 211 (forfeiture of office due to absences). The amendment must be approved by the electors of the Borough via referendum. 

The Notice of Public Hearing was published in the May 3, 2018 edition of the Daily Local News as required.

There being no comments by the audience, Council President Grossman closed the public hearing.

10. PROPOSED ORDINANCE NO. 2018 – 3 – INITIATING THE AMENDMENT OF SECTION 211 OF THE BOROUGH’S HOME RULE CHARTER PERTAINING TO THE CRITERIA FOR THE FORFEITURE OF OFFICE OF A MEMBER OF COUNCIL: 

	A motion was made by Council Member Raynor, seconded by Council Member Sinquett, 
and carried by a vote of 6-0, to adopt Ordinance 2018 – 3, initiating the process of amending section 211 of the Malvern Borough’s Home Rule Charter pertaining to the criteria for the forfeiture of office of a member of Council.

	Council Member Sinquett asked how many questions will be on the November 2018 General Election ballot for the electors of the Borough to vote on. Borough Solicitor Christakis stated there will be three (3) questions on the ballot for the electors of the Borough to consider.
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11. PUBLIC HEARING – ORDINANCE NO. 2018 – 4 – ESTABLISHING THE INTERSECTION OF POWELTON AVE. & MONUMENT AVE. AS AN ALL-WAY STOP INTERSECTION: 

Council President Grossman announced that Borough Council will now open a Public Hearing to consider an ordinance to establish the intersection of Powelton Ave. and Monument Ave. as an all-way stop intersection. 

The Notice of Public Hearing was published in the May 3, 2018 edition of the Daily Local News as required.

There being no comments by the audience, Council President Grossman closed the public hearing.

12. PROPOSED ORDINANCE NO. 2018 – 4 – ESTABLISHING THE INTERSECTION OF POWELTON AVE. & MONUMENT AVE. AS AN ALL-WAY STOP INTERSECTION: 

	A motion was made by Council Member Meisel, seconded by Council Member Laney, 
and carried by a vote of 6-0, to adopt Ordinance No. 2018 – 4, establishing the intersection of Powelton Avenue & Monument Avenue as an all-way stop intersection.

13. UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

No unfinished business was discussed by Borough Council.

14. NEW BUSINESS:

a. Borough Hall HVAC Upgrade - Bids

	A motion was made by Council Member Finkbiner, seconded by Council Member
Sinquett, and carried by a vote of 6-0, to reject the bids for the Borough Hall HVAC Upgrade.

b. PA State Association of Boroughs 2018 Annual Conference – Appointment of Voting 
	Delegate and Alternate Voting Delegate 

	A motion was made by Council Member Meisel, seconded by Council Member Laney, 
and carried by a vote of 6-0, to appoint Christopher Bashore as the voting delegate and Neil Lovekin as the Alternate Voting Delegate for the 2018 Annual Conference of the PA State Association of Boroughs.

c.   Parks & Recreation Committee – Appointment Consideration 

	A motion was made by Council Member Laney, seconded by Council Member Sinquett, 
and carried by a vote of 6-0, to appoint Helise Bichefsky to the Parks & Recreation Committee to complete a term to expire on January 1, 2021.
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d.   Zoning Hearing Board

	Borough Manager Bashore stated the Zoning Hearing Board will meet on May 21, 2018 at 7:00 pm to issue its decision for 324/328 East King Street, the applicant is Renehan Realty, LLC. and three (3) variances are being sought. The hearing was conducted on April 30, 2018.

In addition, there is one (1) item that will be before the Zoning Hearing Board that is presently scheduled for June 25, 2018 for 353 Old Lincoln Highway, the property owner, LaGrie, LLC. is appealing a Notice of Violation issued by the Zoning Officer. This was due to the clearing of woodlands in excess of 60% as defined by the Zoning Ordinance. In addition, the applicant is requesting a variance from section 2204.A.(1) of the Zoning Ordinance to clear 60% of woodlands as defined in the alternative. 

Borough Council was in agreement to authorize the Borough Solicitor attend the Zoning Hearing Board meeting to defend the determination of the Zoning Officer.

15. PUBLIC FORUM:

Council President Grossman informed all present that Public Forum is the time to offer comments on any item not on the agenda and to bring any issues/concerns before Council.

Council President Grossman stated that the matter is under review by the Planning Commission, but no recommendation(s) or action(s) have taken place. Mr. Buckley questioned the hiring of additional part-time police officers and the re-seeding occurring along Second Avenue on the Malvern Retreat side by the Public Works Department.
