4.	NOMINATION – PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL:	

	Mayor Burton seated himself at the position of Council President and took possession of the gavel.  He then called for nominations for the position of President of Council.  The nominations were as follows:

	1.	Council Member Van Sciver nominated Cathy Raymond.

	2.	Council Member Radano nominated David Bramwell.

	A motion was made by Council Member Raymond and seconded by Council Member Lexer to close the Nominations. Mayor Burton called for a vote on each candidate in the order in which they were nominated.  
	Council Member Raymond received three votes from Council Members Giandonato, Van Sciver and Raymond.
	Council Member Bramwell received three votes from Council Members Lexer, Bramwell and Radano.  Mayor Burton broke the tie by casting his vote for Council Member Bramwell
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5.	NOMINATION – VICE PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL:

	Mayor Burton called for nominations for the position of Vice-President of Council.

	1.	Council Member Lexer nominated Council Member Raymond.

	2.	Council Member Raymond nominated Council Member Radano.

	A motion was made by Council Member Raymond and seconded by Council Member Radano to close the Nominations. Mayor Burton called for a vote on each candidate in the order in which they were nominated.  
	Council Member Raymond received all votes of Council.

	The gavel was passed to Council President Bramwell. 

	Council President Bramwell reported that he had a brief discussion about the appropriateness of dealing with the appointments in the absence of the 7th Borough Council Member.  He stated that it is his recommendation that these appointments be postponed until the Regular Meeting which will commence following the adjournment of the Reorganization meeting.  
	He further stated that he is not prepared to vote on any nominations for any of these positions as he would like to take a little more time to talk to the people before making these committee appointments.
	Mayor Burton stated that he would agree since there are four new members of Council and everyone should be included.  
	Council Member Giandonato stated that he didn’t think we would want to be without the fire company appointments or Civil Service appointment.
	Council Member Radano stated that he would be in favor of making the fire company appointments.
	Council Member Van Sciver stated that the Civil Service Commission is generally a dormant body unless there is activity.  Currently there is pending litigation against the Borough and they are in the midst of dealing with that matter.  He stated that he would be concerned if we didn’t make that decision tonight.
	Following further discussion, the Manager was directed to contact the solicitor to determine if a 30-day interim appointment could be made to the Civil Service Commission and, if so, a Special Meeting of Council could be called for Tuesday, January 7th.  
	Council President Bramwell asked that Council Member Van Sciver frame a suggestion on the Citizen Committee Appointments.  Council Member Van Sciver stated that the consensus of Council is that we will seek legal counsel’s recommendation on the William R. Huffman Civil Service appointment and based on the feedback from legal counsel, we will reconvene through e-mail as to what direction we will take.  Council will tentatively schedule a Special Meeting for tomorrow night, January 7th, at 7:30 p.m. regarding legal counsel’s opinion on this appointment.  The remaining re-appointments will be deferred until the next Regular Meeting of Council on January 21st.
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	A motion was made by Council Member Raymond, seconded by Council Member Van Sciver and unanimously carried by a vote of 6-0 to table Item 7, Citizen Committee Appointments, subject to obtaining advice from our solicitor in order to act more quickly than the next meeting to fill the Civil Service Commission vacancy.  If needed, Council will convene a Special Meeting tomorrow night at 7:30 p.m.

6.	FIRE COMPANY APPOINTMENTS:

	A motion was made by Council Member Van Sciver, seconded by Council Member Radano and unanimously carried by a vote of 6-0 to appoint Neil Vaughn as Fire Chief and as Fire Marshall for the Borough of Malvern.
